Rationing  Rationing is the limiting of goods or services that are in 
high demand and short supply. 

Blitz The attack on London by German bombers started on 
7th September 1940 and it didn’t end until May 1941. 
The word ‘Blitz’ comes from the German word blitzkrieg, 

D-Day Landings On June 6, 1944, British, Canadian, and U.S. troops in-
vaded German-held France.  

Allies the Allies were the 26 countries that signed a document 
called the Declaration by United Nations on January 1,
